Recognized Young Dietitian of the Year - a member of ADA 35 years of age or younger who has 
demonstrated active participation in associations, concern for the promotion of optimal health and nutritional 
status of the population, and leadership in the Association or employment. 
 
Emerging Dietetic Leader - for an American Dietetics Association member with 5-10 years experience 
who has been active in the association for 5 or more years, has not been RYDY or RDTY, has demonstrated 
concern for promotion of optimal health and nutritional status of the population and shown leadership in 
legislation, research, education, management, etc in ADA community or employment.     
 
 
Recognized Diet Technician of the Year - an active member of ADA with technician status who has 
demonstrated concern for the promotion of optimal health and nutritional status of the population and 
leadership in ADA or employment. 
 
Member of the Year- - nominee has made significant contributions to the profession through active 
participation and service; has served in an advisory capacity (applicant's work and influence has contributed 
to the advancement of the profession or to better health practice and to the development of others in the 
profession); has demonstrated the spirit of service to others in the field; has made significant contribution to 
NCDA and/or ADA during career; is a source of inspiration to other members; is a leader for the profession 
who has created new opportunities for other dietitians and has furthered the profession through public 
presentations, published research, and/or mass media work.
